Accms to Medicare benefib
A provider number uniquely identifies the medical practitioner and
the location from which a service is rendered.

You cannot transfer a provider number for one address to another

address as this has an adverse impact on Medicare claims and
prescriptions issued from the previous address.

For Medicare claiming purposes, the Health lnsurance Regulations
provide that a valid account or receipt must contain the medical
practitioner's name and either:

o the address ol the place of practice from which the service was
provided;or

o the provider number for the place ol practice where the service
was provided.

Payment ol claims could be delayed or disallowed where it is not
possible from account details to identify the service as one which
qualifies for Medicare benefits, or that the person who provided the
service is a registered medical practitioner at the place of practice.

Section 19AB exemptions are time and location specific, cannot be

backdated and take etfect from the date specified. The Department
of Health and Ageing will notify you of the approved 19AB exemption
dates and location(s).

lf you have a Section 19AB exemption and are a temporary resident
then your exemption allows you to satisfy the requirements of
Section 19AA (see page 2).

lf you become an Australian permanent resident or citizen then
you will need a $ection 19AB exemption and the requirements

of Section 19AA become mandatory. This means you must be
